Tacit knowledge is essentially the knowledge that comes from human experience, from whatever quarter.  The experience is turned into knowledge, which in turned becomes so ingrained that it is more instinctual knowledge than conscious knowledge.  Acts arising out of the instinctual knowledge would be done through more automatic and shorter thought processes as opposed through the thought processes for explicit knowledge that requires more conscious and longer thought processes.    
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   Tacit (Experiential) Knowledge

“Tacit knowledge comprises a range of conceptual and sensory information and images that can be brought to bear in an attempt to make sense of something.” (Hodgkin 1991)
“However, in learning in the professions in particular, the process of acquiring the ‘know-how’ of the mature practitioner is still little understood, and its relationship with formal training remain problematic.” (Learning and teaching.info)
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Schools are hot beds of training.  There are two general categories of schools: 


Research Schools



Traditional Schools

Each has a particular style and a variety of means to accomplish the goal of teaching,and conveying knowledge to students.  Their training programs impart to pupils not only a range of information, but also seek to establish in them certain mental habits and investigative practices.  These could be thought of as the craft skills of knowledge acquisition and practice.  
The ways in which the knowledge and skill is distributed to students is through:



Master-Pupil relationships (traditional schools)



Apprenticeships to older members of the academic community 



Group work among students



Research Assistantships, or
through a process of imitation, experience, and emulation. 

Olesko defines “tacit knowledge”  as being “shrouded…in secrecy” and declares it “inarticulable”.  

Others are not quite as extreme some say it is partially clouded, partly accessible.  The manner in which it is exchanged.  Its part in learning, how it is exchanged with others.  
Question:  What does this mean passage mean - “Creating a certain number of commonalities and sustaining them above a critical threshold are so important in a school that schools can neither form nor continue to exist without some mechanisms for instruction and reinstruction.”?  P. 16
Question:  A definition of a scientific school is that it has “a method or a system of teaching, instruction, diffusion of knowledge, transmission of knowledge, from teacher to pupil”.  Is this true for just a scientific school, or for any school?  P. 17
Question:  “Polanyi’s belief that the craft skills of science are tacitly learned and known and largely inarticulable has had profound consequences in the study of skill learning, including in scientific schools, because it has often prefigured the historioraphic categories used for thinking through such studies.”  P. 19
There are two basic issues involved in historiography. [Breisach 1994] First, the study of the development of history as an academic discipline over time, as well as its development in different cultures and epochs. Second, the study of the academic tools, methods and approaches that have been and are being used, including the historical method.

The term "historiography" can also be used to refer to a specific body of historical writing that was written during a specific time concerning a specific issue. For instance, "medieval historiography during the 1960s" would be taken to mean the methodological approaches and ideas about medieval history that were developed during that decade.

Conal Furay and Michael J. Salevouris define "historiography" as "the study of the way history has been and is written — the history of historical writing... When you study 'historiography' you do not study the events of the past directly, but the changing interpretations of those events in the works of individual historians." [1]
